          East End Kids Academy's COVID-19 Procedures for Camp 2020 

**Rules and Regulations as of June 25, 2020**

At this moment in time, these are the procedures and guidelines that we will be implementing during Summer Camp, but these procedures and guidelines are subject to change. 
Drop Off & Pick Up: 
We will be conducting a "curbside" drop off and pick up of all campers. Parents will not be allowed to enter the building. 
At drop off time, you will pull up to the front of the building where you will be greeted by a counselor, the counselor will assist with an I-Pad to sign your camper into the system. The camper(s) will then be escorted into the building by another counselor and will be escorted to their camp counselor and group. 
At pick up time, again you will be greeted by a counselor at curbside, the counselor will again assist in logging your camper out with the I-Pad. The counselor will then radio to your child's counselor to escort the camper out to the car. Children will only be released to people listed on their authorization form received at registration.  We must have written or verbal authorization for any changes.  If an authorized person is picking up a child for the first time, picture identification will be required, and a picture will be taken that will be applied to our computer for future logging in and logging out processing.
Temperatures: 
Temperatures will be taken and logged three (3) times a day. These times will be at drop-off, mid-day, and at pick up time. Before the camper enters the building, they must have a temperature below 100.3 degrees Fahrenheit. If a camper should not maintain the required temperature, they will be removed from their camp group and will be brought to the front office where they will stay until they are picked up by a parent/guardian. The camper's parent(s) will be notified immediately, and the camper needs to be picked up as soon as possible. 
Mandatory Health Screening Assessment at Drop Off:
Along with a temperature check, Screening will entail 3 questions: (1)COVID-19 symptoms in past 14 days, (2)positive COVID-19 test in past 14 days, and/or (3) close or proximate contact with confirmed or suspected COVID-10 case in past 14 days.  Responses will be reviewed and documented daily.
Please keep your child home if they are feeling sick.

Washing of hands: 
Campers and staff must wash their hands upon entering the building.  All campers and staff will continue to practice hand hygiene; Upon arrival to the first program activity; Between all program activities; After using the restroom; Before eating; Before departing the last program activity.
Group Sizes: 
The campers will be placed by their age, into groups of fifteen (15) campers per 1 counselor. Big Kid and Sr kid campers in the past, were able to make choices throughout the day. However, this season the campers will stay with that one group throughout the whole day, doing all activities throughout the day with their group and counselor. 
Cleaning: 
The building will be cleaned and sanitized every night. During the camp hours, before and after each activity in a room, the toys will be cleaned before and after each group use. For example, if there are stations of play in a classroom, when it is time to rotate, the toys that were used in the stations will be cleaned before the next camper uses them. 
Outside Activities:
We will be spending a lot of time outside, alternating with inside activities as well. Lunch and snack will take place outside under a tent for Big Kid/Sr. Kid Campers.  Lunch and snack will take place in the classrooms for Pre-School & Jr. Kid Camp.
Face Masks: Regarding the wearing of face masks, the staff will be required to wear their masks. Campers are not required to wear masks when in camp. Older campers (campers going into 1st grade and up) are encouraged but not required to wear face coverings as feasible
Pool:
At this moment in time, we will be having ten (10) campers swimming at a time to maintain social distancing.  Face coverings are not to be worn while in the water.
Again, these rules and regulations are subject to change, given the environment is changing every day. However, we will continue to strive to provide a safe, clean, and happy place for your children to come to this summer season.
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
